Subject: Consideration and Adoption of a Resolution of the City Council in Support of
Assembly Bill 118 Enacting the Community Response Initiative to Strengthen
Emergency Systems Act for the Purpose of Creating, Implementing, and
Evaluating The 3-Year C.R.I.S.E.S. Grant Pilot Program, Established by the Act

RECOMMENDATION

The City Council is recommended to adopt a Resolution (Attachment 1) in support of Assembly
Bill 118 enacting the Community Response Initiative to Strengthen Emergency Systems Act for
the purpose of creating, implementing, and evaluating the 3-year C.R.I.S.E.S. Grant Pilot
Program, established by the Act.

BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION:

The California Governor’s Office of Emergency Services (“Office”) is responsible for the state’s
emergency and disaster response services for natural, technological, or man-made disasters
and emergencies. Existing law requires the Office to establish various classes of disaster service
workers, the scope of the duties of each class, and to adopt rules and regulations for the
registration of each class of these workers. The Office works with advocacy groups representing
the deaf and hard of hearing for the purpose of improving accessibility to emergency
information and services for the populations that they serve. Existing law also requires the
Office develop a plan for state and local utilization of volunteers during a state of emergency.

Assembly Bill 118 (*AB 118”) would enact the Community Response Initiative to Strengthen
Emergency Systems Act (“Act”) for the purpose of creating, implementing, and evaluating the
3-year C.R.I.S.E.S. Grant Pilot Program (“Program”), established by the Act. AB 118 would also
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require the Office to establish rules and regulations for the Program with the goal of making
grants to community organizations, over 3 years, for the purpose of expanding the participation
of community organizations in emergency response for specified vulnerable populations.

AB 118 would require that grantees receive a minimum award of $250,000 per year and require
a community organization receiving funds pursuant to the Program, use the grant to stimulate
and support involvement in emergency response activities that do not require a law
enforcement officer. Under AB 118, the Director of Emergency Services (“Director”) would be
responsible for assembling staff and resources to carry out certain duties in support of the
Program. AB 118 would require the Office support an 11-member C.R.I.S.E.S. Committee,
selected by the Governor, the Chair of the Senate Committee on Rules, and the Speaker of the
Assembly, as specified, to be inclusive of community organizations with a proven history of
leadership and partnership on emergency response.

AB 118 would also establish the Community Response Initiative to Strengthen Emergency
Systems Program Fund (“Fund”) in the State Treasury in support of the program, to be
administered by the Director. AB 118 would also authorize the moneys deposited into the
Fund, to be expended for the purposes of the Act, as well as require that the Act be
implemented only if appropriate funding is made available to the Office, and after making a
determination to this effect, the Office would be required to publish a notice on its internet
website.

FISCAL IMPACT

There is currently no fiscal impact on the City’s budget.

RECOMMENDATION

Accordingly, it is recommended that the City Council approve the attached Resolution.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
CUDAHRY, CALIFORNIA IN SUPPORT OF ASSEMBLY BILL
118 ENACTING THE COMMUNITY RESPONSE INITIATIVE
TO STRENGTHEN EMERGENCY SYSTEMS ACT FOR THE
PURPOSE OF CREATING, IMPLEMENTING, AND
EVALUATING THE 3-YEAR C.R..LS.E.S. GRANT PILOT
PROGRAM, ESTABLISHED BY THE ACT

WHEREAS, the California Governor’'s Office of Emergency Services (“Office”) is
responsible for the state’s emergency and disaster response services for natural,
technological, or man-made disasters and emergencies; and

WHEREAS, existing law requires the Office to establish various classes of disaster
service workers, the scope of the duties of each class, and to adopt rules and regulations
for the registration of each class of these workers; and

WHEREAS, existing law requires the Office to work with advocacy groups
representing the deaf and hard of hearing for the purpose of improving accessibility to
emergency information and services for the populations that they serve; and

WHEREAS, existing law requires the Office to develop a plan for state and local
utilization of volunteers during a state of emergency; and

WHEREAS, Assembly Bill 118 (“AB 118”) would enact the Community Response
Initiative to Strengthen Emergency Systems Act (“Act”) for the purpose of creating,
implementing, and evaluating the 3-year C.R..S.E.S. Grant Pilot Program (“Program”),
which the Act would establish; and

WHEREAS, AB 118 would require the Office to establish rules and regulations for
the Program with the goal of making grants to community organizations, over 3 years, for
the purpose of expanding the participation of community organizations in emergency
response for specified vulnerable populations; and

WHEREAS, AB 118 would require that grantees receive a minimum award of
$250,000 per year; and

WHEREAS, AB 118 would require a community organization receiving funds
pursuant to the Program to use the grant to stimulate and support involvement in
emergency response activities that do not require a law enforcement officer; and

WHEREAS, AB 118 would require the Director of Emergency Services
(“Director”) to assemble staff and resources to carry out certain duties in support of the
Program; and

WHEREAS, AB 118 would require the Office support an 11-member C.R.1.S.E.S.
Committee, selected by the Governor, the Chair of the Senate Committee on Rules, and
the Speaker of the Assembly, as specified, to be inclusive of community organizations
with a proven history of leadership and partnership on emergency response; and
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WHEREAS, AB 118 would also establish the Community Response Initiative to
Strengthen Emergency Systems Program Fund (“Fund”) in the State Treasury in support
of the program, to be administered by the Director; and

WHEREAS, AB 118 would authorize the moneys deposited into the Fund, to be
expended for the purposes of the Act; and

WHEREAS, AB 118 would require that the Act be implemented only if appropriate
funding is made available to the Office, and after making a determination to this effect,
the Office would be required to publish a notice on its internet website; and

WHEREAS, AB 118 would make findings and declarations in regard to innovative
approaches to emergency responses.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, DETERMINED AND ORDERED BY THE
CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CUDAHY, CALIFORNIA, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Based on the above recitals and the staff report and other information
provided by City staff at the City Council's Special Meeting of April 14, 2021, the City
Council hereby endorses Assembly Bill 118.

SECTION 2. This Resolution shall take effect upon adoption. The City Clerk shall
certify to the adoption of this Resolution.

Subject: Consideration and Adoption of a Resolution of the City Council Demanding the
Los Angeles County Sheriff’s Department Release More Information Related to
the Shooting of Isaias Cervantes by an LA County Sheriff Deputy and Demanding
an Investigation into the Shooting by the Los Angeles County District Attorney’s
Office, California Attorney General’s Office, and the United States Department
of Justice

RECOMMENDATION

The City Council is recommended to adopt a Resolution (Attachment 1) demanding the Los
Angeles County Sheriff’s Department release more information related to the shooting of Isaias
Cervantes by an LA County Sheriff’s Deputy and demanding an investigation into the shooting
by the Los Angeles County District Attorney’s Office, California Attorney General’s Office, and
the United States Department of Justice.

BACKGROUND/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION:

On March 31, 2021, Los Angeles County Sheriff’s deputies responded to a 9-1-1 call in the City
of Cudahy (“City”). Isaias Cervantes, a hard of hearing resident of the City with a documented
history of autism, was shot in his home within minutes of the Los Angeles County Sheriff’s
deputies arriving at the scene (the “Shooting”). Isaias Cervantes was unarmed during the
Shooting and remains in the hospital as a result of the injuries sustained on March 31, 2021.

The City Council for the City of Cudahy (“City Council”) recognizes the deep and direct harms
the Shooting has brought to the Cudahy community, the differently abled and neuro-divergent
community, and communities of color. The City Council has directed the Sheriff Ad Hoc
Committee meet to discuss further actions that work toward long-term solutions for public
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safety services and support throughout the City.

The City Council demands the Los Angeles County Sheriff's Department (“Sheriff’s
Department”) release body cam footage of the Shooting, release the names of the deputies
involved in the Shooting, release a timeline to the public as to the events that led up to the
Shooting, and prohibit said deputies from patrolling the City. Furthermore, the City Council
demands the Los Angeles District Attorney’s Office, California Attorney General, and the United
States Department of Justice all investigate the Shooting.

FISCAL IMPACT

There is currently no fiscal impact on the City’s budget.

RECOMMENDATION

Accordingly, it is recommended that the City Council approve the attached Resolution.

WHEREAS, on March 31, 2021, Los Angeles County Sheriff's deputies responded

WHEREAS, the City Council demands the Los Angeles County Sheriff's
Department (“Sheriff's Department”) release body cam footage of the Shooting, release
the names of the deputies involved in the Shooting, release a timeline to the public as to
the events that led up to the Shooting, and prohibit said deputies from patrolling the City;
and

WHEREAS, the City Council demands the Los Angeles District Attorney’s Office
investigate the Shooting; and

WHEREAS, the City Council demands the office of the California Attorney General
investigate the Shooting; and

WHEREAS, the City Council demands the United States Department of Justice
investigate the Shooting.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, DETERMINED AND ORDERED BY THE
CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CUDAHY, CALIFORNIA, AS FOLLOWS:
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SECTION 1. Based on the above recitals and the staff report and other information
provided by City staff at the City Council's Special Meeting of April 14, 2021, the City
Council hereby demands the following:

The Los Angeles County Sheriff's Department (“Sheriff's Department”)
release body cam footage of the shooting of Isaias Cervantes on
March 31, 2021 (“Shooting”).

The Sheriff's Department release the names of the deputies involved in the
Shooting.

The Sheriff's Department release a timeline to the public as to the events
that led up to the Shooting.

The Sheriff's Department remove the deputies involved in the Shooting from
patrolling the City of Cudahy.

The Sheriff Ad Hoc Committee meet to discuss further actions that work
toward long-term solutions for public safety services and support throughout
the City of Cudahy.

The Los Angeles District Attorney’s Office investigate the Shooting.

The California Attorney General’s office investigate the Shooting.

The United States Department of Justice investigate the Shooting.

SECTION 2. This Resolution shall take effect upon adoption. The City Clerk shall
certify to the adoption of this Resolution.
